Critical Reminder:

Quite a few Treasurers’ offices are circling the payment amount on 760 and 770ES’s (estimated payment vouchers) as shown below. This creates problems for our Remittance software; therefore, please do not circle the dollar amounts as was done in this example:

· Saves you postage and reduces risks of lost mail

· Fastest and most accurate way to submit this payment information

· It does not decrease your responsibilities, but makes the process more efficient
